Reading a potentiometer
A potentiometer is just a resistor that can change in value depending on the position that it is in. 

See page 27 of the “interfacing circuits” datasheet.

You can use the readadc command to read the value of the potentiometer.

Sample code:

Main:

Readadc 4,b1

Debug

Goto main

The value of b1 can then be used to perform mathematical operations or jump to another part of the code.

Main:

Readadc 4,b1

If b1 < 40 then dosomething

If b1 > 40 then dosomethingelse

Goto main

Dosomething:

High 0

Pause 400

Low 0

Goto main

Dosomethingelse:

High 1

Pause 400

Low 1

Goto main
